PLANNERSRegular Reading
Please listen to your child read a 

book of their choice at least once 

a week to check understanding of 

vocabulary. In KS2 we do not send 

reading books home unless your 

child is still reading the KS1 

reading scheme books. Children 

have access to books to read in 

class and we hope to be restarting 

our Friday school library sessions 

soon.

Pupils can record descriptions, 

sentence openers or interesting 

vocab from what they have read in 

their planner. 

Children record in their planners 

which IXL areas they are currently 

studying in class.

They can identify (shade in) when 

they have practisedspellings or 

mathswork at home. 



SPELLING
The word lists which must be learnt 

for each part of the key stage are 

in the back of the planner on pages 

104 and 105.

We have broken these down into 

weekly spelling lists where most of 

these are taught as part of a 

spelling rule. There are some words 

that donõt fall into spelling rules and 

these are taught as blocks near the 

end of terms. Weekly spelling lists 

are stuck into planners or homework 

books. These can be practisedon 

ôEdshedõ or ôspellanywhereõ. In 

addition they can be practisedusing 

scrabble tiles or writing them out in 

different colouredpens.
