· Reading – previous phonics learning being revisited and more time allocated as usual mixed class grouping not operating in current situation.

· Targeted interventions -  English and mathematics for small groups operating throughout year groups. Mental health and well-being 1:1 sessions
· Increase music tuition to increase concentration levels in pupils and stickability.
